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Welcome to Truro Cathedral and to this Eucharist. In it we recall the last meal of
Christ with his friends in the Upper Room, and we recognise him in the breaking
of the bread. Although our faith is grounded in history, this service is not a
nostalgic looking back to the events of the past: it is a celebration that in the
Eucharist Christ is truly present to us now, and a promise of the glory that will
be ours when the whole universe is made complete in him.

The season of Epiphany (or the Manifestation of Christ) celebrates the glory of
Jesus being revealed to the world. It begins with the Feast of Epiphany itself, as
we travel to Bethlehem with the wise men to see the one who is born King of
the Jews. Today's celebration recalls the baptism of Jesus in the river Jordan by
John, the decisive event that marked the beginning of Christ's public ministry,
and revealed him as God's chosen one. At the beginning of another year, we
recall our own baptism into Christ and confess our failure to live up to our
calling as Christians. Then holy water is sprinkled on us as a sign of God's
cleansing and forgiveness, as we commit ourselves anew to sharing in the
mission of Christ, and ask that his glory may be revealed in our lives.

The service uses the older form of words (in English, or in Latin and Greek) in
certain places so as to allow the use of the Church’s traditional settings.

Please note that Intinction (dipping the consecrated host into the chalice) is not
permitted. All who usually receive Holy Communion in their own church are
warmly invited to do so today. If you would prefer to receive a blessing, please
bring this order of service with you to the altar. Gluten free wafers are available
at the altar.




The Gathering
The congregation remains seated while the choir sings the Introit.

Processional hymn
The congregation stands to sing the Opening Hymn.
During the hymn the choir and the ministers enter and the altar is censed.

The president is sprinkled by a minister and then sprinkles the ministers and the
people. During the sprinkling the following hymn is sung.
