The season of Christmas is a time of great joy, as we hear again the 
message of the angels, and go in heart and mind to Bethlehem to see the 
babe lying in a manger.  
 

Holy Communion will be distributed at various places within the Cathedral. 
Please follow the directions of the Lay Assistants. All who usually receive 
Holy Communion in their own church are warmly invited to do so today. If 
you would prefer to receive a blessing, please bow your head as a signal to 
the minister. Please note that the wine contains alcohol, and that Intinction 
(the dipping of the bread into the chalice) is not permitted. Gluten free 
wafers are available. 
 
All of us at the Cathedral wish you a joyful and peaceful Christmas and pray 
that you will know the presence of the incarnate Christ in your hearts and 
lives.

And suddenly there was with the angel a 
multitude of the heavenly host, praising God and saying, ‘Glory to God in 
the highest heaven, and on earth peace among those whom he favours!’ 
When the angels had left them and gone into heaven, the shepherds said 
to one another, ‘Let us go now to Bethlehem and see this thing that has 
taken place, which the Lord has made known to us.’ So they went with 
haste and found Mary and Joseph, and the child lying in the manger.
